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What is the effect

Preschoolers received 12
Spanish and 12 English lessons
in small groups, 4 days a week

for 20 minutes. Lessons
targeted storytelling and

vocabulary, and the language of
instruction alternated.

To facilitate the development of
children's second language, researchers

recommend strengthening students'
first language.
